LEARNING TO READ: GRADES 1-2

instruction in French, your child will continue to build fluency while
exploring math, science, and social studies. Our hands-on approach to
learning captures a child’s natural creativity and curiosity. Whether children
are gardening, cooking, acting, taking field trips, or playing in PE, there is

always something new to experience.

READING TO LEARN: GRADES 3-5

and subjects. Through technology, outdoor education, and travel, teachers
guide students to explore the world around them and use these experiences to

enrich the classroom.
